The Stripping of the Altar

They divide my garments among them.
They cast lots for my clothing.

Please note that there will be no dismissal. An explanation
for the stripping of the altar follows on the next pages.
Once concluded, the service will end in silence.
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ABOUT THE STRIPPING OF THE ALTAR:

Mandatum novum do vobis ut diligatis invicem sicut
dilexi vos - “A new commandment | give you, that you
love one another as | have loved you” (John 13:34).

As the Passion story unfolds over Maundy Thursday and
Good Friday, Jesus will be systematically betrayed,
abandoned, humiliated, tortured, and killed. The
stripping of the altar tonight helps represent these
mighty acts where Christ “emptied himself...and being
found in human form he humbled himself and became
obedient unto death, even death on a cross” (Phil 2:7-8).
Articles of worship, devotion, and beauty will be silently
removed from the sanctuary area until it is bare. In the
end, the very clothing on his back, will be stripped from
Jesus and kept by his torturers. This night, which began
in loving service, will end bereft in solemn darkness.

Mark 14:34-37

Jesus said to them, “My soul is very sorrowful, even to death.
Remain here and watch.” And going a little farther, he fell on
the ground and prayed that, if it were possible, the hour
might pass from him. And he said, “Abba, Father, all things
are possible for you. Remove this cup from me. Yet not what |
will, but what you will.” And he came and found them
sleeping, and he said to Peter, “Simon, are you asleep? Could
you not watch one hour?"

Matthew 26:45
"See, the hour is at hand, and the Son of Man is betrayed into
the hands of sinners."
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Mark 14:44-50

Now Judas the betrayer had given them a sign, saying, “The
one | will kiss is the man. Seize him and lead him away under
guard.” And when he came, he went up to him at once and
said, “Rabbi!” And he kissed him. And they laid hands on him
and seized him.

Matthew 26: 56
Then all the disciples left him and fled.

Luke 22:55-62

Then a servant girl, seeing Peter as he sat in the light and
looking closely at him, said, “This man also was with him.”
But he denied it, saying, “Woman, | do not know him.” And a
little later someone else saw him and said, “You also are one
of them.” But Peter said, “Man, | am not.” And after an
interval of about an hour still another insisted, saying,
“Certainly this man also was with him, for he too is a
Galilean.” But Peter said, “Man, | do not know what you are
talking about.” And immediately, while he was still speaking,
the cock crowed. And the Lord turned and looked at Peter.
And Peter remembered the saying of the Lord, how he had
said to him, “Before the cock crows today, you will deny me
three times.” And he went out and wept bitterly.

Matthew 26:68

Then they spat in his face and struck him. And some slapped
him, saying, “Prophesy to us, you Christ! Who is it that struck
you?”

Matthew 27:22-26
Pilate said to them, “Then what shall | do with Jesus who is
called Christ?” They all said, “Let him be crucified!” And he
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said, “Why, what evil has he done?” But they shouted all the
more, “Let him be crucified!” So when Pilate saw that he was
gaining nothing, but rather that a riot was beginning, he took
water and washed his hands before the crowd, saying, “l am
innocent of this man's blood; see to it yourselves.” And all the
people answered, “His blood be on us and on our children!”
Then he released for them Barabbas, and having scourged
Jesus, delivered him to be crucified.

Mark 15:16-20

And the soldiers led him away inside the palace (that is, the
governor's headquarters), and they called together the whole
battalion. And they clothed him in a purple cloak, and
twisting together a crown of thorns, they put it on him. And
they began to salute him, “Hail, King of the Jews!” And they
were striking his head with a reed and spitting on him and
kneeling down in homage to him. And when they had
mocked him, they stripped him of the purple cloak and put
his own clothes on him. And they led him out to crucify him.

John 19:23-24

When the soldiers had crucified Jesus, they took his garments
and divided them into four parts, one part for each soldier;
also his tunic. But the tunic was seamless, woven in one piece
from top to bottom, so they said to one another, “Let us not
tear it, but cast lots for it to see whose it shall be.” This was
to fulfill the Scripture which says, “They divided my garments
among them, and for my clothing they cast lots” (Psalm
22:18).

Mark 15:34

And at the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, “Eloi, Eloi,
lema sabachthani?” which means, “My God, my God, why
have you forsaken me?”
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Once the altar area has been stripped, the Sanctuary
Lamp, a candle that burns around the clock all year to
mark the presence of the Reserved Sacrament, is
extinguished. For Christ, the Light of the World, has died
on the cross. “Then Jesus, calling out with a loud voice,
said, ‘Father, into your hands | commit my spirit!” And
having said this he breathed his last” (Luke 23:46).

The lights are turned off and there, in the dark, the altar
is struck with a Bible, symbolizing the Temple curtain
being torn in two. “It was now about the sixth hour, and
there was darkness over the whole land until the ninth
hour, while the sun’s light failed. And the curtain of the
temple was torn in two” (Luke 23:44).

The evening concludes with the stripped altar covered in
a black pall, as we might cover a casket for the
deceased. “And Joseph took the body and wrapped it in
a clean linen shroud and laid it in his own new tomb,
which he had cut in the rock. And he rolled a great stone
to the entrance of the tomb and went away” (Matthew
27:59-60).

The sanctuary and altar, once beautiful and full of the
Holy Presence of Christ, is now empty, forlorn, forsaken,
and dark. Remember this night. Remember these mighty

acts done for our sake and for the sake of the world.

Watch and pray.
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
