In our culture, “"Christmas” is over by about
4pm on Christmas Day. The “Christmas
season” means the season that leads up to
Christmas—the season in which we do the
shopping and make the preparations and
(most significantly of course) spend the
money. Once the last present is opened, the
holiday is over.

In contrast, the Church celebrates Christmas
for twelve days, the approximate amount of
time it took the three wise men to travel to
Bethlehem. The Church does not recognize the
“post-Christmas let-down,” but enjoins us to
feast and rejoice till Twelfth Night, just before
Epiphany, the revelation of Jesus Christ as the
Savior and Son of God.
