There will be one service, outside in the Garden Chapel,  

at 10:00am Palm Sunday.  The service begins with a  

blessing and procession of the palms and will include the 

 reading of the  Passion Gospel, recounting the Crucifixion. 

 Stay  after and learn how to make Palm Crosses. 
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As Holy Week begins, the Lenten 

Quiet Service offers a brief hour to 

be still before the Lord and consid-

er what He has done for us. This 

candlelit service features beautiful 

music, heartfelt prayer, and a 

chance to quietly focus on Jesus 

prior to the events of Holy Week 

and Easter Morning.
